If you buy a bike in the months of 
Oct, Nov, or Dec 2017, then you get those three months and all of the following year 2018 covered by 
Wilkins. Then you just need sign a new form and pay $20 in December of 2017 for 2018 should you 
wish to continue your membership with the Central Vermont Harley Owners
